CLASSES FOR 2010. The age qualification for entry is 25 years old, so all cars manufactured before 31.12.1985 qualify, except for class J.
Increasing the number of awards to reflect the size of the classes has proved very popular, as has the introduction of MASTERCLASS which we
are continuing at Knebworth but not at Woburn. Previous class winners will have their own section within the show, and will compete for separate
prizes. This year the Masterclass awards will be for 1st, 2nd & 3rd, and each competitor will receive an award. If you are a Masterclass entry,
pleased tick the Masterclass box N for Knebworth if the car you are entering this year was a class winner during the previous 3 years.

CLUB DISPLAYS. Clubs may book sites at shows for a minimum of 3 cars.  (No maximum subject to availability).  Why not arrange a regional or national 
gathering at our shows?
